Constitution Park (.02 acres, historic district)
Division & Kirkwood St. (0.5 acres, playground & basketball court)
Heatherfield East (1.15 acres, mostly wooded, access from Pebble Valley Dr.)
Kirkwood & Mary Streets (.15 acres; playground)
Crossgates (5.66 acres; long & narrow along wooded creek bottom; Blue Beach Rd.)
Memorial Park (4.60 acres, Mirror Lake)
Orville Myers (0.2 acres; State & Division Streets)
Richardson Park (1 acre; along Silver Lake at State St. & Walker Road)
Slaughter & Loockerman Streets (0.22 acres)
The Green (0.7 acres, historic district)
Westwind Meadows (0.62 acres, somewhere near Dover-Kenton Rd; | couldn’t find it)

Adequate Size. but Within Neighborhood, or Dedicated Use

Continental Park (2.95 acres, within Independence Drive neighborhood)

Dover Park (28 acres, off White Oak Road; all dedicated use, except wooded areas)
Hamlet (11.5 acres; all wooded creek bottoms, behind houses)

Mallard Pond (6 acres, between homes; access by foot path only)

Milicreek (1.8 acres; between homes; way up near Denny’s Road)

Turner Drive Park (1.0 acre; between homes; near New Burton Road & Kesselring)
Westfield (1.4 acres; between homes; half wooded; near Fire School Road)
Woodbrook (“8.6 acres” -- doesn't look half that size; between homes)

Adequate Size, Centrally Placed

Dover & New Street (4.4 acres, dedicated use: ball diamond, playground, BB court &
soccer field)

Mayfair Park (2.60 acres, playground, ball field & BB court, open field, few
adjoining homes; Alder Rd & Blue Beach Rd)

Paul’s Property (also called PW2; 14.2 acres; at South end of Legislative Ave.)
Saulsbury Park (2.7 acres; across Saulsbury Road from Food Lion)

Silver Lake Recreation Area (182 acres, mostly lake surface, but some land as well)
Shutte Park (57 acres; many dedicated areas, but still should have space available)
Williams Park (8.88 acres; large, long park East of Nimitz Rd; homes on only one
side; small parking lot at East end of McDowell Dr_; access also at end of Townsend
Bivd.)

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DPSP MEETING MINUTES
12/2/08

Members Present: Chris Asay, Joel Marousek, Eugene Stone, Dawn Pyne
1. SITE EVALUATIONS
We reviewed information about the 26 City parks.

Of the 26, eight were eliminated because of small size, and another 11 were
eliminated because they were deemed inappropriate for a skate park, because the
park had a dedicated use that conflicted with a skatepark, or because the relatively
small park was surrounded by a neighborhood of houses.

For the remaining seven parks, which we deemed of adequate size to house a
skatepark and associated structures, and which we deemed centrally placed in the
community, we rated each on Area, Safety, Visibility, Central Location, Accessibility,
and Cost Implication. We then totaled the scores and ranked them, as follows:

Saulsbury Park 5,5,5,5,5,5=30 #1
Dover & New Street: 4,55,55,5=29 #2
Mayfair Park 5,5,5,4,4,5=28 #3
Schutte Park 5,5,5,4,4,5=28 #3
Williams Park 5,5,3,4,45=26 #5

Paul’'s Property (WP2) 5,4,3,5,5,3=25 #6
Silver Lake Rec Area 3,3,3,5,5,4=23 #7

Eugene suggested that, when presenting these sites to the City, we aiso include
aerial photos (Google Earth?) of other skateparks that are contained within a larger
community park (Maple Shade, alongside the ball park; Sayreville; Ridgely; Smyrna),
to demonstrate the relative size and the integration with other park activity areas.

We also discussed a number of non-city park properties as potential skatepark
locations.
