NOTE:  This Report will provide information from the Planning Office, the Property Maintenance/Code 

Enforcement section, the Community Development Division (CDBG program), and newly established 

Economic Development Division in addition to the Boards and Commissions supported by these 

divisions. The information on Building Inspections, Building Permits, Business Licenses, Lodging/Public 

Occupancy/Rental Licensing, Certificates of Occupancy, and the Fire Marshal’s Office is now reported 

(since July 2008) under the Public Works/Public Services section of the City Manager’s report. 

 

PERSONNEL – The Planning Staff (Ann Marie Townshend, Dawn Melson-Williams, Janelle Cornwell, and 

Michael Albert) attended the MD/DE APA Regional Planning Conference held November 19-21, 2008 in 

Annapolis, MD. The conference entitled “Growing Greener – Planning Healthy Communities for a Healthy 

Planet” provided a series of workshops, walking tours, and keynote sessions. A number of the sessions focused 

on climate change issues and impacts. 

 

For GIS Day on November 18-19, the Planning Staff provided a series of maps from the Final Draft of the 2008 

Comprehensive Plan as examples of the use of GIS technology in planning. The maps showed a variety of 

information such as zoning districts, land use categories, natural features, and areas of potential annexation.  

 

EDEN HILL FARM TND  
Eden Hill Medical Center (Buildings 1 and 2) of the Eden Hill Farm Traditional Neighborhood Design: 

Professional Office, Medical & Financial District is operational as of Fall 2008. Staff continues to work with 

the project developers to achieve the final approvals for the completion of site elements such as landscaping and 

building aspects for this first project area. Within the Residential District, the construction of the three 

townhouses on South Greenberry Lane by the builder Ryan Homes continues with the completion of the model 

unit targeted in the next few months.   In response to previously issued review comments, the Administrative 

Site Plan for Phase 2 of the Professional Office District, a two story office building along Banning Street, was 

received for review in November. 
 

COMPREHENSIVE PLAN 2008 

The Final Draft of the 2008 Comprehensive Plan was issued on October 31, 2008 for the formal public 

comment period. The Final Draft Plan is available for review on the City’s website or available for review at the 

Planning Office and Dover Public Library. The formal public hearings and adoption process for the 2008 

Comprehensive Plan begins in December. The Planning Commission will hold a Public Hearing on December 

2
nd

 and provide their recommendations on the document. The review process continues with the City Council 

Public Hearing scheduled for January 5, 2009 and Final Reading of the Ordinance to adopt the plan on January

DEMOLITIONS  

The following is an update on activity for Dangerous Buildings:  

 The structure at 533 Carol Street was declared a dangerous building on November 28, 2007 with all 

interested parties notified.  This structure went to Council on February 11, 2008 and Council declared 

the structure dangerous.  Notice was sent to the owner to repair or demolish the building by March 11, 

2008.  Staff has determined that exterior repairs would be more appropriate for this structure, rather than 

complete demolition, since the residence is in an established neighborhood.  Staff is working with the 

contractor performing housing rehabilitation under the CDBG program to repair the exterior of the  

home.  Once the contractor had gained entry into the home to make window repairs, this department 

conducted another inspection of the interior.  During this inspection it was observed that the interior of 

the home is in worse condition than previous inspections have shown.  Exterior work has stopped and 

staff has started the process for full demolition of the structure.  Compliance Environmental has 

completed asbestos abatement of the structure and the demolition bid process has been started. 

 54-56-58 S. Queen Street has been demolished. 

 The structure at 749 W. North Street has begun the process of moving forward to City Council as a 

dangerous building.   

 The structure at 230 W. Division Street was declared a dangerous building on January 4, 2008 with all 

interested parties notified.   A notice was sent for all interested parties with regards to a City Council 

Public Hearing which was scheduled for April 14, 2008.  The Hearing was postponed.  A new public 



hearing was re-scheduled for July 28, 2008 with all interested parties notified.  City Council approved 

demolition if the structure is not repaired or demolished by September 28, 2008.  The owner of the 

property has hired H Construction to do the renovations to the property.  H Construction has met with 

staff and will be moving forward to try and renovate the structure. 

 

 The structure at 74 N. West Street was declared a dangerous building on January 4, 2008 with all 

interested parties notified.   Owner has contacted this office and would like to make repairs to the 

structure damaged by fire.  The owner has obtained a renovation permit, and work is underway to repair 

the structure. 

 

 The structure located 16 S. Queen Street was declared a dangerous building on February 6, 2008 with all 

interested parties notified. The property was boarded up by City crews on February 7, 2008.  A notice 

was sent for all interested parties with regards to a City Council Public Hearing which was scheduled for 

April 14, 2008.  The Hearing was postponed and ultimately held on July 28, 2008, with all interested 

parties notified.  City Council approved demolition if the structure is not repaired or demolished by 

September 28, 2008.  Property has possible been sold, staff is waiting for official documents from the 

new owner for confirmation.  Owner advised that he wants to keep the structure and do renovations.  

Documents have been obtained from the new owner; however staff has not met with the new owner. 

 

 The structure located at 43 E. Division Street is still in litigation.  The attorney for the home owner 

called and advised that the defendant is appealing the ruling from August and that the case is going to 

Superior Court, no date has been set.  

 

 The structure located at 312 W. Division Street has active building permits.  The owner called and 

advised that he will schedule an interior inspection of the structure near the end of October.  Owner has 

stopped work and placed the property on the market for sale.  Property is still empty and secured. 

 

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT    

 

First State Resource Conservation and Development Council (RC&D)    
Emergency repairs have been completed for three (3) owner occupied homes in the City of Dover. 

 

Dover Interfaith Ministry to the Homeless    

Dover Interfaith has located a site for the homeless shelter and is expected to purchase the site by the first of the 

year.  Dover Interfaith has initiated a fundraising campaign to generate resources needed for the purchase of the 

property.  

 

Connections Community Support Program    

Connections has issued one (1) motel voucher for homeless persons in the City of Dover for the month of 

November. 

 

Dover Police Department Community Policing   

For the month of November, there was one (1) Officer on foot patrol, 153 citizen contacts, 2 complaints, 3 

arrest and 6 hours of patrol coverage.  For the vehicle patrol, there were two (2) officers assigned to the T.A.C. 

patrol.  There were 41 citizen contacts, 3 complaints, 20 arrest and 24 hours of patrol coverage.  

 

Homeowner Rehabilitation Program 

Bids have been awarded for seven (7) residential properties to be rehabbed.  Work is scheduled to begin the 

second week of January.  

 

Homeownership Assistance Program (Down payment Assistance)  

Three applicants have closed using down payment assistance and one applicant is shopping for a home.

The DDP’s five standing committees all met and are developing their work 

plans.  A Planning Retreat with the assistance of Diane Laird from DEDO was scheduled for Dec 10

. 

 

Economic Development  
Mr. Neaton, Economic Development Director, has met with a variety of government, college, and private sector 

individuals to gain support and assistance in preparing an Economic Development Strategy for the City of 

Dover.  Mr. Neaton is forming a small group of advisors from the above group to assist him in developing this 

strategy.  In partnership with the Chamber of Commerce, a merchants’ committee of S. Governors Avenue 

merchants was formed to address the economic impact the closing of the bridge has had on them.  Mr. Neaton 

has had ongoing discussions and meetings with GSA to help locate office space in Dover for their Frear 

Building tenants.   

 

Historic District Commission:  

The Historic District Commission met in November for their Annual Meeting; there were no applications to 

consider. As part of the Annual Meeting, Dick Scrafford was elected Chairman of the Commission and Terry 

Jackson was elected Vice-Chairman. The next regularly scheduled meeting for the Historic District Commission

1 BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF DOVER, IN
2 COUNCIL MET:

3 WHEREAS, pursuant to Title 22 - Municipalities, Chapter 7 - Planning Commission, Section 701 -
4 Establishment; Membership, of the Delaware Code, the City of Dover established a Planning
5 Commission; and

6 WHEREAS, pursuant to Title 22 - Municipalities, Chapter 7 -  Planning Commission,  Section 702 -
7 Comprehensive Development Plan, of the Delaware Code,  the City of Dover adopted a
8 comprehensive plan update on September 22, 2003; and

9 WHEREAS, Title 22 - Municipalities, Chapter 7 - Planning Commission, Section 702 -
10 Comprehensive Development Plan, Paragraph (e) of the Delaware Code requires that "At least every
11 five years a municipality shall review its adopted comprehensive plan to determine if its provisions
12 are still relevant given changing conditions in the municipality or in the surrounding areas"; and

13 WHEREAS, having adopted a comprehensive plan in 2003, the City desires to comply with the
14 provisions of Title 22 - Municipalities, Chapter 7 - Planning Commission, Section 702 -
15 Comprehensive Development Plan, Paragraph (e), of the Delaware Code by reviewing and updating
16 the 2003 Plan; and

17 WHEREAS, at a special meeting on December 2, 2008, the Dover Planning Commission reviewed
18 and approved the 2008 Dover Comprehensive Plan Final Draft dated October 31, 2008, and has
19 forwarded it, with revisions, to the City Council for adoption; and

20 WHEREAS, the City Council held a public hearing on the 2008 Comprehensive Plan on
21 January 5, 2009, to consider the Planning Commission's recommended Comprehensive Plan.

22 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED THAT the Mayor and Council of the City of Dover adopt
23 The Dover Plan: 2008 Comprehensive Plan “From the People - For the People 2008 - 2013", as
24 amended.
