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Dear Valued City of Dover Residents,

On January 13, 2018 the City of Dover received complaints regarding the pavement condition on Lotus Street, specifically
west of Orchard Avenue. City staff tried to address the road conditions, however, it was determined that the sub grade is
not suitable to sustain traffic safely, which is causing the road section to disintegrate. The City has partnered with George
and Lynch to repair approximately 250 linear feet of the street. The contractor is planning to mobilize equipment to the
site on Wednesday, January 24, 2018. The work is scheduled to begin on Thursday, January 25, 2018 and it is anticipated
to be completed by Tuesday, January 30, 2018. This work will be accomplished by utilizing a single lane closure, therefore,
traffic can progress through this area. Trash collection in this area is Wednesday so the trash collection should not be
affected if the project is completed within the timeframe mentioned above. The City will try to provide access to
driveways throughout the project, but cannot guarantee it will be open at all times. The City encourages the residents
affected to utilize the alley access.
